_Opens New Offce

Effective Oct. 1, 2003, Motor Carrier Services
has opened an eighth Feld offce located at
the Missouri Department of Transportation’s
Southwest District Headquarters in Joplin.
Warren Myers, senior transportation enforce-
ment inspector, along with Cody Wilson,
enforcement inspector, will staff this of fce.

Enforcement inspectors have the safety over-
sight of all commercial motor vehicles operating
in the State of Missouri. Job functions include
conducting in-depth compliance reviews of
motor carriers’ safety records, commercial mo-
tor-vehicle inspections, safety and economic
investigations, and conducting safety and haz-
ardous-materials outreach training seminars.
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Visitors at the Missouri State Fair got a chance
to chat with Motor Carrier Services at the Mo-
DOT booth this year.

The booth was in the Highway Gardens build-

ing, which was a new location for Motor Carrier

Services. The booth is designed to assist the
Missouri farming community with the Federal
Motor Carrier Safety Regulations and regis-
tration processes as they apply to farming
operations.

Visitors to the booth were able to electroni-
cally begin the registration process with MCS as
well as register for one of the free Compliance
Outreach Training seminars that took place this
past fall. Additional information was available

Former Trucker Sentencedfor
: LOaid

Attorney General John Ashcroft announced that lyman
Faris (aka Mohammad Rauf), a former truck driver from
Columbus, Ohio, was sentenced to 20 years in prison for
providing material support and resources to al-Qaida,
and conspiracy for providing the terrorist organization
with information about possible U.S. targets for attack.

Faris admitted traveling to a training camp in Afghani-
stan in late 2000 where he was introduced to Osama bin
Laden. As a result of the meeting, Faris agreed to provide
information to al-Qaida on “ultralight” aircraft, which
would provide an escape avenue for operatives after the
Sept. 11 terrorist attack.

Faris also admitted that during a visit to Karachi in early
2002, he was introduced to a senior operational leader

in al-Qaida. According to Faris’ admission, the operational
leader then told Faris that al-Qaida was planning two
simultaneous attacks in New York City and Washington,
D.C. The al-Qaida leader spoke with Faris about destroy-
ing a bridge in New York City by severing its suspension
cables, and tasked Faris with obtaining the equipment
needed. Faris admitted that upon returning to the United
States from Pakistan in April 2002, he researched methods
to accomplish the task.

Federal law prohibits the providing of material support
and resources to designated foreign terrorist organiza-
tions. Al-Qaida was designated by the Secretary of State
in 1999 to be a foreign terrorist organization and redesig-
nated as such in October 2001.
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During the past quarter ending Sept. 30, 2003, Motor
Carrier Services discovered economic and/or safety viola-
tion of state and/or federal rules and regulations, and
prosecuted the following carriers:

Cargo Tank Safety Advisory Notice

About 11:36 a.m. on Jan. 5, 2002, a tractor pulling a cargo
tank departed a plant entrance and the trailer failed,
breaking into two pieces.

This cargo tank was constructed with three independent
stainless steel U.S. Department of Transportation MC-
307 cargo tanks. These tanks were joined to form a single
trailer using stainless steel tie bands that overlapped the
adjoining ends. The cargo tank motor vehicle was covered
with Fexible insulation and a thin stainless steel jacket
that was connected to the frame assembly at the bottom
of the trailer.

All tanks still in service should be inspected no later than
Dec. 31, 2003, in accordance with TTMA Technical Bulletin
TB-121-03. A Federal Register notice will be issued after
Dec. 31, 2003, addressing those tanks that have not yet
been inspected.

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The hours-of-service rules, as we know them, change
effective Jan. 4, 2004, for property carrying motor carri-
ers. The new regulations also affect passenger motor
carriers as well, but to a lesser extent.

Motor Carrier Services will be providing training sessions
to help participants understand these new requirements.
The training will be conducted in locations throughout
the state and will be designed for drivers as well as mo-
tor-carrier safety personnel. The dates have been selected
and Motor Carrier Services has mailed letters to motor
carriers with all the information needed to register for the
upcoming training.
